Lamentations 3:22-23 (CSB)

To lament is to express grief, mourn, wail, or regret deeply. The Book of Lamentations is a
collection of poetic laments about the destruction of Jerusalem by Babylon in 586 BCE. The
book consists of three sections. In the first, the city is depicted as a desolate weeping widow
overcome with miseries. The last section laments the ruin and desolation of the city and
temple. Wedged in between these two, is a poem that speaks of hope for the people of
God. Its placement at the heart of Lamentations appears to emphasize that God is a God
of love and compassion. Although most of us will never see our cities and towns destroyed,
at times we may lament that God has abandoned us. Know that It is good to honestly
express such feelings and that, even in the midst of them, there is the reassurance of God's
grace.
